Federal guidelines and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) recommend that disposal of most unused medications
should not be accomplished by flushing them down the toilet or drain, as this can pose a risk to human health or the
environment. Some can be, and there are other safe methods of disposal that the FDA outlines - check out Where and
How to Dispose of Unused Medicines.  

"The National Prescription Drug Take Back Day aims to provide a safe, convenient, and responsible means of
disposing of prescription drugs, while also educating the general public about the potential for abuse of medications."(US
Drug Enforcement Administration - DEA)
